Essential Question:  What filled the minds of people during the era between WWI and WWII?

Overview: You will create a collage of images and written information that is reflective of the Age of Anxiety and responds to the essential question above. This can be an individual or paired project. No more than 2 people per group.  You can do this physically or digitally, but if you do a virtual project, make sure to print it in color for display purposes.
Visual Aspect:

You must include the following (at a minimum) on your collage: 

1.  Two pieces of art titled with painting title and artist (One of the required pieces is Picasso’s Guernica) 
2.  One illustrative example of new scientific paradigms
3.  One illustrative example of emergent epidemic diseases
4.  One illustrative example of architecture and design from the period and brief description of that style

5.  Two illustrative example of popular culture (One of the required pieces must be Dadaism or Socialist Realism)
6.  One illustrative example of government intervention in or control of the economy
7.  A reflection paragraph answering the essential question must be included
Required Elements:

The information (written) must connect the significance of the images to the time period.  This can be demonstrated with brief written summaries about the chosen topics.

	Design

	Titles and Text
	Titles and text were written clearly and were easy to read and colorful.

	Essential Question
	The essential question was answered in a full paragraph (8-9 sentences) with analysis and evidence that support student claims.

	The essential question was partially answered (5-7 sentences) and may lack the analysis that an upper level paragraph contains. May lack evidence 
	The essential question was barely answered (Less than 4 sentences) with little to no analysis or evidence
